
Disc Golf Course
The Park District’s 18-hole disc golf course is located on the west side of Montgomery 
between Jericho Lake Park and the Stuart Sports Complex at the corner of Barnes and 
Jericho roads. The park is open year-round and is free to play. Two sets of tees allow 
the course to be played at varying lengths – amateur or pro. Blackberry Creek winds 
its way through the course, providing a backdrop on six of the 18 holes. 

Sledding
Open dawn to dusk when snow is on the ground.

Beginners: Lincoln Park at Russell Avenue and Lakewood Place in Aurora
Intermediate: Waubonsie Lake Park at Montgomery and Kautz roads in Aurora

Ice Skating
Open when six inches of ice forms. Green flag indicates it’s safe to skate.  
Red flag indicates unsafe conditions.

•  �New Haven Park skating area: New Haven Avenue west of Highland  
Avenue in Aurora

•  Splash Country Water Park pond: 195 S. Barnes Road in Aurora
•  Wheatland Park pond: Barrington and Spinnaker drives in Aurora

Outdoor Tennis Courts
•  �Austin Memorial Park: 2 courts, shelter, open dawn to dusk (Mill Street  

at Route 25)
•  �Goodwin Park/Goodwin Elementary School*: 4 courts, open dawn  

to dusk (Harmony Drive and Poplar Place, Aurora)
•  �Washington Park/Washington Middle School*: 9 courts, shelter,  

lighted until 11 p.m. (231 S. Constitution Drive, Aurora)
•  �Waubonsie Valley High School*: 12 courts, shelter, lighted until 11 p.m.  

(2590 Ogden Ave., Aurora; tennis entrance off Eola Road)

Garden Plots
The Park District has reservable garden plots available each growing season at 
two different sites:
•  �Jericho and Barnes roads: 260 plots on Aurora’s west side (reservations 

accepted only at the Prisco Community Center)
•  �Oakhurst Forest Preserve (1680 Fifth Ave.): 250 plots on Aurora’s east 

side (reservations accepted only at the Eola Community Center)

Plots can be accessed from April 15 to Oct. 15. For 2012, those who rented 
garden plots in 2011 may reserve their same plots beginning March 5. Beginning 
March 12, any remaining plots will be available on a first-come, first-served basis. 
Plots are 20 feet by 30 feet. Water is not available at the garden plot sites. Cost is 
$15 for residents; $30 for non-residents.
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Shelter Reservations
The Fox Valley Park District has 17 picnic shelters available to reserve 
for family gatherings and special events. Shelters must be reserved for 
groups of 25 people or more from May 1 to Oct. 28. 

Reservations are accepted for 2012 starting the first weekday in  
February (Wednesday, Feb. 1) only at the following locations: 

•  Cole Center, 101 W. Illinois Ave., Aurora
•  Eola Community Center, 555 S. Eola Road, Aurora
•  Prisco Community Center, 150 W. Illinois Ave., Aurora

The reservation fee for all shelters except Cool Acres is $60 for residents 
and $90 for non-residents. There is an additional $100 refundable security 
deposit required, payable at the time the reservation is made. Call 630-
897-0516 for Cool Acres information and fees.
